To all of you who have played, worked with, been refereed by or even just watched our
colleague Keiran McGarrigle in action please read on...

Our friend has been battling Cancer and consistently winning each one over the past
several years. He's survived several surgeries and rounds of Chemo to even find
himself back out onto the pitch on occasion. This is where you come in... His cancer
has spread to his liver and the aggressive treatment that he needs is only covered by
people that work for the government so he has to foot the bill for his medications. The
bill is the problem . . . it's almost $5,000 a month... A MONTH.

A little background on Kieran is that he has refereed for 23 years and reached the
National status in which he consistently brought his professionalism and personality to
the pitch (and if you have ever been reffed by him you know exactly what | mean) and
has made Calgary proud. He is presently an Honorary National referee, National
instructor and nominated National assessor.

Something that may seem a little more familiar to you is that he also has done
Tournaments in Vernon, Salmon Arm and Kimberley for over a decade. He has refereed
many of the over 35 and 45 men’s finals which were enjoyed by all. His last over 35 final
was in 2005 after his surgery and radiation treatment. This one in particular will always
stay etched in my memory as here is a man who always seemed unbreakable and
untouchable (which is just the way he liked it) and he is now in for a fight for his life which
makes him more vulnerable than anyone | know. His strong presence on and off the
field are hard to forget and I'm sure we all can remember a chuckle or two over a brew.
He has always brought his wisdom, stories and humor to every outing and has never
failed to share them with those around him.

So this is the time people, you can now donate to a person that we all know and respect
and try to help save his life. SOMEONE WE KNOW NEEDS OUR HELP TO SAVE HIS
LIFE. So whatever you have and whatever you can spare will be greatly appreciated
and we can all help Kieran in his fight.

Write a letter to your locate MLA! Steve Papp has already contacted his MLA, and the following information can be used as an
example on what you can do to help out:

Below is a copy of a message that | received from Kieran McGarrigle regarding the lack of coverage that he gets in Alberta for a
drug that he is going to be prescribed by his oncologist, and the note that | wrote to my MLA Dave Taylor. Because Kieran'’s
medical coverage will not pay for the drug, it will cost him and his family $5000/month to be on this drug which has had very
positive results with other patients.

| would ask that all CDSRA members please write to your MLA and to put some pressure on them to get a better understanding
as to why this drug is not covered by Kieran’s plan, yet it would be covered if he worked for the federal government for example.
An email message to them WILL go a long way and it ~ WILL make a difference. My MLA’s office has been working on the
issue with some vigor and had responded to me twice keeping me up to date with their progress and trying to understand why it is
not covered in Alberta. You can use the message that | sent to my MLA as a template for your message to your MLA to facilitate
the process.

The CDSRA and the CWSA have worked together to create a fund that people can donate into for the purposes of helping
someone like Kieran get through the expense of this prescription. The fund is not only for Kieran, it is essentially to be created
for any referee (CDSRA member) who has a financial hardship place upon them unknowingly in the future. | would like to give a
great thanks to the CWSA who will give all people who care to make a donation to the fund at their office a tax deductible receipt
for a donation. These people are true believers in doing what is best for the soccer community in Calgary and have made a great
contribution by offering their help.

SAMPLE LETTER (AkA STEVE'S ACTUAL LETTER TO HIS MLA):

We met informally at the Stampede Breakfast last summer. | teach at a local high school and we were discussing education and
a few other matters at the breakfast.

Dave,

| was recently contacted by a friend of mine who is also a soccer referee as | am. He was diagnosed with cancer about 2 years
ago and was told he had less than 6 months to live. He is in incredible physical condition at 55+ years old and has been fighting
every day since his diagnosis.

His doctor wants to put him on a drug in combination with his chemo that will cost up to $5000 per month. The drug has been
approved by the Canadian and the American governments, but it is not covered by any drug plans in Alberta unless one works for
the federal government. His job is/was with the City of Calgary.

The drug is called Avastin. Apparently it has done some great things for other patients in Calgary that are on the drug. Why
would this drug not be covered by the health and prescription coverage plans offered to other patients that could benefit from
using it that do not work for the federal government? What can our provincial government do to help make this drug come under
the drug care plans that most Albertans have? What can patients and families of patients that are being prescribed this drug do
to help them to be able to afford it?

Below | have attached a copy of the message that Kieran sent to me as his plea for help. Can you please advise me on the
above questions?

Keiran's Letter:

Dear Steve

| am addressing you in your role as president and wonder if the CDSRA would care to take on a project that obviously
concerns me personally but could be useful to other referees down the road.

My doctor in the near future wants to put me on a drug called AVASTIN which been very successful in some patients in
my position and indeed according to him all patients like me would benefit from it. At the moment the Alberta government does
not approve the cost even though the Federal government allows it for all their federal employees. This drug is approved in the
USA and Canada. | believe the cost is $5000 per month and is used in conjunction with Chemo.

| as you know am doing quite well at moment but it has gone into my liver, an article in last weeks sun by a doctor in
Calgary who is taking this drug and paying for it himself brought these facts to intention. My doctor has four people on it at the
moment two are paying for it and two are covered by their insurance policies. At present | am not.

| wonder if the Cdsra would be interested in a fundraiser to help in this regard for not only myself but for other refs in a
similar position. Any money that | do not need would stay in a CDSRA account for future members.

I would also like my fellow refs to contact their MLA'’s to push this issue.
