Option 3 (sub the player): this one is self explanitory.

Notes: You are NOT allowed to throw bottles on and off of the field, it could potentialg an unexpected individual (player or spectator) and caus
injury. Also ask the referee what they allow for water breaks before thé edgtecially if it is to be a very hot day. Stay safe and hydrated at every
possible opportunity.
